POLICE REPORT

There were no police representatives in attendance.  The Chairman announced that there were staff changes at Waterlooville 
– 
PCSO Veal would shortly be on maternity leave and PC Hurst was to be acting Sgt in another area – it was not likely that 
there would be any replacements.

TO RECEIVE DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS MONTHLY REPORTS/UPDATES
 


There were no County or District Councillors in attendance – the Chairman reported that Cllr Moon had arranged for the advertising notices to be removed from the flats at the end of Green Lane.  Unfortunately Cllr Moon had been unsuccessful with regards to funding assistance or contribution from EHDC with regards to the Parish’s printing costs associated with the Green Lane Development Brief. There would be two EHDC planning officers in attendance at Thursdays public meeting.

FINANCE

To receive list of payments    Cheques totalling £3221.96 had been issued since the last meeting this included re-imbursement to the clerk for car damages whilst solely on Parish business and cheques totalling £8672.99 were  presented for payment.  It was RESOLVED that all of the above payments be duly made.  A list of payments attached to the minutes for members

To receive August/September financial statements    The financial statements for August – balance £237356.16 and September – balance £235246.98 had been circulated to members

At this point it was stated that the delivery to all households in the Parish of the Development Brief and Parish Plan  had been carried out – account awaited – but that there was police cover for delivery to Jacobs Close – no further deliveries would be made to this road.


Update from 3rd Clanfield  Brownies and 2nd Horndean Guides  An explanation of costs involved for the Guides trip had been duly submitted – the trip had gone ahead with no further funding from the Council 

Application from Clanfield Infant School for shed  - Councillor Ahern declared an interest and did not take part in the voting. The infants school obtained their Healthy School Award last year and they participate in the Grow it – Cook it initiative – the request to the Council was for funding assistance for a shed and concrete base to assist with storage etc..  Members discussed the application and it was RESOLVED that the request for £570 for the shed purchase be met.  The clerk had obtained advice regarding the grant and it was acceptable under Section 137.  A resident suggested and alternative to a concrete base – the clerk was asked to relay this when writing and also to invite a school representative to the next meeting.

Vitalise application  After discussion it was RESOLVED that the application for funding would not be supported on this occasion

The clerk had received the Audit Statement and there were no matters to be raised from the Annual Audit – the appropriate advertising would be carried out.

TO CONSIDER PROJECTS/IDEAS FOR THE 2010/11 PRECEPT

The Chairman said that this item should be considered alongside use of Developers Contributions.  EHDC had requested 
Parish requirements for the future use of Developers Contributions which are currently being held by EHDC.  Items 
considered 
by the Council were:  wheelchair access from the Peel Park car park to the play equipment;  extension of  the Peel Park car 
park;  tree planting along the top of Chalton Lane parallel with the A3 to soften the village approach;  possible seat at the 
well in South Lane;  replacement of skate ramp (may not meet the criteria); Green Lane community facilities. A list of future 
projects as above would be duly submitted to EHDC for consideration – copy to be sent to the District Councillors for 
follow up.

Members were asked to consider funding suggestions for inclusion in the 2010/11 precept

TO RECEIVE UPDATE ON THE GREEN LANE DEVELOPMENT BRIEF  -  PUBLIC MEETING
The Chairman thanked Cllr Turner for allowing the latest edition of the newsletter to include the Development Brief – and thanked all for their support – Cllr Turner thanked the Chairman for doing all of the work to produce the document.  The public meeting is scheduled for Thursday 3rd at the Middle School – the Chairman would give a brief introduction at the meeting which would be attended by two EHDC planning officers – following a meeting attended by the chair and clerk there would also be a representative from Planning Aid in attendance to offer guidance on submissions .  It would be stated that this is EHDC Development Brief and not a Parish Council document.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Rodgers for preparing an excellent power point presentation for the meeting which listed the key points.  It was stated that now that the Parish Plan had been completed many of the points raised had been incorporated in the draft Development Brief. There was still concern about the housing being built to Code 4 and that a developer may not be prepared to carry this out.  The Parish Council would meet to formulate their comments to the Brief before the end of the month – possibly at the end of a planning meeting

TO RECEIVE UPDATE ON CLANFIELD MEMORIAL HALL 
The Chairman updated members on the current situation regarding the Memorial Hall.  The original deeds had been submitted to the EHDC legal department – not enough was known about the current state of the memorial Hall and was difficult to find out if the Trustees were mindful to change the deed.  The Chairman had attended a meeting with the Trustees and Management Committee on 31st July to see what help was needed.  The first thing was to find out the state of the hall – either it is safe or unsafe – if unsafe then it was felt that safety fencing and notices should be put up.  Arrangements were made for the head of Building Control to inspect the roof and after the inspection it was stated that a good structural engineer was needed as the roof had moved. It was suggested that some cross bracing could be put in which would enable the hall to be brought back into use pending fund raising for a new roof a further meeting had been held the previous week and the Trustees agreed to appoint a structural engineer and look into the situation as a matter of priority.  As a future consideration it was felt that the Trustees should be brought up to strength and retain 8 Trustees not 4 which should include 2 Parish Council members, one District Council member and one resident.  It was agreed that the hall and the land looked very neglected.

Skate Ramp   
 There was some remedial welding required – reported by the play equipment inspector – clerk to arrange. 
The questionnaires would be requested so that work to replace/re-vamp the ramps could be commenced – It appeared that the 
volunteers were not able to assist with fundraising.

Play Equipment  - including path     One of the stepping pods had been vandalised – clerk had ordered a replacement – 
the equipment had been very well used during the summer holidays.  .  No-one had responded with regards to the path to the 
play area – matta surfacing would be expensive -  this would be looked into further.

 Pavilion            The security lights needed to be adjusted – clerk had arranged.  

CCTV      The final quotation for the additional cameras etc had been received – the ground works would have to be 
carried out 
by a contractor as the concept of the trenching had changed – the information was still being gathered and 
hopefully there 
would be a positive update at the next meeting

Seats
Two seats and a bench had been ordered for installation in the play area


Petanque court – letter re: change to layout and letter re: information signs.  The petanque group wanted to change the layout of the courts to enable more players at one time – the members agreed that there would be no objection to this and it was RESOLVED that funding would be made available for this.  With regards to the sign – the petanque group had raised concerns over the new signs which included no BBQ and no alcohol – it was stated that all members had the opportunity to comment on

the signs and it had taken some time before the final wording had been agreed – after discussing members agreed that the signage could not be changed.  There was a question raised regarding the byelaws – it was felt that these should be reviewed.

TO RECEIVE REPORTS ON PARISH OPEN SPACES – 
               STORRINGTON ROAD;    Hopefully the front hedge would be trimmed in the near future

SUNDERTON MEADOW;    HCC were looking into ways of alleviating the Sunderton Lane flooding problems and would be boring holes in the meadow to try to look into ways to resolve this problem

SOUTH LANE MEADOW – Letter regarding dog fouling;    A letter had been sent to the Council – was raised at the last Trustee meeting – regarding concerns from a local resident about the dog fouling, also in the letter was the noise from the car park users – they were calling for a dog ban – although a second letter received was suggesting a compromise. This was received along with a signed petition from other residents in the area. Members discussed the issues raised and it  was RESOLVED that the Councils response would be to put up a sign asking for car park users to respect the privacy of the local residents;  suggesting that the childrens play area could be extended directly to the car park with its own separate entrance;  EHDC dog wardens be asked to visit on a regular basis;  consideration be given to locking the gates overnight – although this had already been considered and resident from opposite had felt that the problem was not too bad.  The resident would also be asked if they wished to be considered for the Trustee vacancy



POND;     It was reported that some ragwort had been removed – only one duck weed clearance had taken place this year – but a clean up would be required by the end of the month
