A DISCUSSION ON THE ACCESS TO PEEL PARK PLAY EQUIPMENT FROM HAVANT & 
PETERSFIELD SPECIAL NEEDS FORUM REPRESENTATIVE

In the absence of the a special needs representative members discussed the possibility of installing a path to 
provide easier access for people with disabilities from the Peel Park car park to the play equipment.  The 
Chairman reported that the play area was considered the best one for miles around but the access could be 
improved.  It was stated that tarmac would not be suitable but perhaps it would be appropriate to install a “ matta” 
type of surface which the grass could grow through but would be firm under the surface.  It was considered that 
EHDC might be able to offer guidance with this – the representative had been informed that there was no 
monies 
available in this years budget, but it was felt that if this type of surfacing was agreeable then  it may be 
possible to have it installed whilst the ground is being dug up for the CCTV extension.  It was agreed that the 
Chairman would ask the group if they considered that this type of surfacing would be acceptable.

OPEN FORUM  7.44 p.m.

Mr Enstone said that he was concerned regarding the problems with the Memorial Hall.  He said that there were 
four Trustees  at present, out of a possible eight and if the number fell below four then the Trust would be wound 
up.  He asked if the Parish Council had a plan as the hall was in trouble  - the Chairman said that the loss of 
the hall 
was a great concern for the village.  It was suggested that the Parish Council may have to step in - the roof 
would cost in the region of £60,000 and as there was no revenue the committee were in financial difficulties.  

Open Forum contd.......


No applications had been made for grants as they had been trying to obtain insurance payments.   There was 
concern that the Trustees appeared to run the hall as a “closed shop” and they were the ones who control the hall 
not the 
management committee.   It was considered that a legal advisor would look at the Trust Deed to see 
exactly who was responsible for the building  and the land it was on.  EHDC would be able to do this Cllr Moon 
said that he had asked for the Trustees to contact him for help and no-one had.   Cllr Payne said that there are 
grants available for village halls. Cllr Shilliemore offered to assist and take the deeds to EHDC so they could be 
sorted out. It was stated that the Trustees have a legal responsibility but must work with others – in summing up 
the Chairman said the hall was an asset to the village and it needed to be back into use as soon as possible and the 
Trustees must be open to help from other sources, the ball was in their court and they must ask for help.    A 
meeting of the Trustees and management committee was scheduled for Friday 31st July – the Chairman would 
attend.

There was concern raised over the surface of the lay by outside the old post office in South Lane

POLICE REPORT

Apologies were received from Sgt Haines - a written report was read by the clerk.  There was a dwelling 
burglary in Clanfield causing concern.  A lot of support had been received from the Roads Policing Unit as they 
try to tackle speeding around the Drift Road area and the “boy racers” in the Co-op car park, they hope that 
between themselves and the RPU they can have a real impact and seriously reduce the level of nuisance vehicle 
complaints they receive.

TO RECEIVE DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS MONTHLY REPORTS/UPDATES

Cllr Payne reported that at the last full Council it was formally decided to appoint a shared Chief Executive thus 
splitting the role across one or more neighbouring councils – hopefully therefore sharing resources and creating 
partnerships.  The development policy panel has been scrutinising the preferred Core Strategy which aims to
provide a profile of the character and needs of East Hants, the vision to be adopted and assist in planning and 
development – she offered to send the parts concerning Clanfield to anyone who wished to see them.  She 
reported that much of her casework is being dominated by housing issues – either problems with housing 
associations or 
Clanfield residents not being able to find affordable housing and being forced out of the area.  
She said she was shocked at how many vulnerable people are living in the village, but grateful for the help 
available to them.  She said she has been working with the PCSO’s to find a resolution to the problems on the 
green at Valley Park Drive – resulting in extra planting to stop balls hitting fences and cars. Finally she reported 
that the weedkilling was late starting this year but should have been done – supposedly carried out twice per year.

Cllr Moon said that there was little to add to Cllr Paynes report other then the CCTV funding bid was approved.

FINANCE

To receive July list of payments   Cheques totalling £ 5970.50 had been issued since the last meeting.  It was RESOLVED that all of the payments be duly accepted. Application from 3rd Clanfield  Brownies and 2nd Horndean Guides   The Chairman declared an interest in this item and passed the meeting over to Cllr Crookshank, the Vice Chairman.  A further application had been received for funding to assist with the increased costs to the Guides and Brownies for the Switzerland trip.  After discussion members agreed that more information was required particularly with regards to the reasons for the increase in costs.  The Clerk would ask for this information.  The Chairman resumed his position.

MEMBERS DISCUSSION ON THE GREEN LANE DEVELOPMENT BRIEF


The draft Development Brief had been discussed and accepted by the Community Forum and due to the summer 
holiday period it had been agreed to extend the consultation period therefore comments were required by the end 
of September during which time any individual resident can put comments forward to EHDC.  It was agreed that 
a Public Meeting should be held so that all villagers are made aware of what is involved. The Parish Plan survey 
had shown that not all villagers were able to access information over the internet and members discussed how 
best to 
inform 
the residents of both the Parish Plan recommendations and the Development Brief.  Various 
suggestions were submitted and the three which were put to the vote were:  a.   Send a copy of the full plan to 
all residents (2000 copies)  b.  
Print a few hundred and ask people to apply   c.  Send out the Action Plan with 
an executive summary.  It was duly RESOLVED by 5 votes to 3 that a full copy of the Plan be sent to all 
households in conjunction with the next newsletter currently in preparation with the printers.   It was considered 
that this should also include a copy of the EHDC Development Brief – Cllr Moon would look into the possibility 
of EHDC printing enough copies for each household.  It was agreed that a public 
meeting should 
be 
scheduled for the beginning of September and that all documents should be sent out at least two weeks prior to the 
meeting.  It was agreed that as the planning committee were scheduled to meet on the 28th July an item would be 
included to agree the format of the Public meeting – all Councillors and 
members of the 
Steering Group 
would 
be invited to attend.


Cllr Crookshank had obtained from the EHDC website a copy of a Screening Opinion document concerning 
the development land at Green Lane.

FINAL PRESENTATION OF THE PARISH PLAN  


The Parish Plan had been submitted to the EHDC Community Forum meeting and there was concern over the validity of the document along with other submitted Plans – it was agreed that the Chairman would officially give a short presentation of the plan to the September Community Forum.   It was stated that the District Council has adopted the plan as a supplementary planning guidance document.  There was discussion on how future updates would be delivered – these could be part of newsletter editions and would be updated on the website.

TO DISCUSS ISSUES REGARDING PEEL PARK:


Skate Ramp   
Remedial welding works had been carried out to the street course  - there was no update from the 
volunteers and the Council assumed that the questionnaires were being duly circulated to the users.  Whilst on site 
the Chairman, Cllr Crookshank and the clerk had been approached by a group of users and they had put their 
names forward to offer assistance – it was suggested that they form a group and look after the ramps.  There had 
been further graffiti on the base which had to be removed.  Cllr White felt that perhaps the disadvantages of the 
ramps outweighed the advantages and felt that it was in the wrong place.  CCTV should help alleviate the 
vandalism problems.  It was agreed that a sign be installed on the ramps saying that if it was not looked after it 
would be lost – it was agreed that this along with the CCTV may help.  It was hoped that proposals from the 
volunteers would be forthcoming.

Play Equipment  - RoSPA report       The RoSPA report had been received and the only item of concern was 
the skate ramps – this had been addressed following an immediate call by the inspector to the clerk.

Pavilion     Nothing to report   


Information Notices
The two notices had been placed on the outside wall of the pavilion and were highly 
visible.  

CCTV      The Chairman reported that he still has to meet with the contractor regarding the cabling and final 
requirements for the additional equipment.  Volunteers would be required for the trenching – a digger would be 
hired to dig the trenching at a cost of £200 per day – the 
dates needed to be worked out with the Football Club 
and they would be approached for volunteers.

Peel Park contd....


Application from Clanfield Football Club    A letter of application had been received from the football club 
asking to use the Peel Park facilities for the 2009/10 season – it was RESOLVED that permission be granted.  The 
FC were looking for another area to play as they were running 16 junior teams this season

TO RECEIVE REPORTS ON PARISH OPEN SPACES – 

              STORRINGTON ROAD (Hedge);   A local resident had approached the Chairman and asked if the hedge at Storrington Road could be cut back – this was agreed and the clerk would arrange for this to be carried out.

SUNDERTON MEADOW;     HCC were to dig bore holes in the Meadow to try to find a way of alleviating the flooding in Sunderton Lane.

SOUTH LANE MEADOW;    The Sword Close hedge had been trimmed, the fence around the car park had been installed.  The next Trustees meeting is scheduled for  24th August.

POND;  Several trees had been removed to the rear of the pond as they were considered a risk the foliage had also been cut back along Nickleby Road.  The Chairman reported that there were fish in the pond it had been suggested that carp could be put in to eat the weed – but it was not sure if this would solve the problem

Community Forum;    The Development Brief had been discussed and accepted for consultation – Clanfield PC had received a grant for up to £18000 for the additions to the CCTV 

Newsletter;   it was suggested that the next edition be held  over and a combined edition produced to include the Parish Plan.


Youth Centre Partnership;    Cllr Moon reported that Horndean Community Centre had disenfranchised themselves so no update was available.

Any Other Reports    The Chairman and Cllr Crookshank had attended an Area Action Plan meeting where the idea was that the three Southern Parishes would speak together through EHDC – there was concern that this could be a duplication of effort – it was felt that Clanfield was the most effective and got things done.  Cllr Moon said that he considered the meeting an unmitigated disaster and the three Parishes need to work together and need to work with EHDC.
